Introduction to Virtual Reality Athens Information Technology
The goal of this hands-on class is to introduce students to virtual reality environments,
their programming, and applications.

Theory and Practice of International Relations Tufis U.
This course is intended as an introduction to the theory and practice of inter-
national relations. It will cover major concepts and controversies as articulated
in some of the classics of the field, beginning with Thucydides and extending to
modern thinkers of the leading schools (realism, liberalism, political culture, etc.)
and in light of notable contemporary issues in international affairs.

This practical studio course will introduce students to the fundamentals of theater performance. Students
will actively participate in warm-ups, improvisations, and theater exercises. A major focus of this course will be the rehearsal
and presentation of short text pieces, consolidating and applying the concepts of objectives, tactics, obstacles, and trusting
impulses.
